While large, centralised (cloud) data centres have long been considered 
the backbone of digitalisation, the focus is steadily shifting to the edge 
of the network, to the so-called edge data centres. This paradigm switch 
is no longer being driven by purely technological factors but has recent-
ly been accelerated by geopolitical developments.

The main driving force is still the growing importance of real time da-
ta. Applications, such as autonomous vehicles, industrial automation 
or augmented reality call for extremely short latency times. Edge in-
frastructure drastically reduces these delays. At the same time we are 
seeing a rapid growth in the Internet of Things. Billions of networked 
IoT devices are constantly generating data which can no longer be ef-
fectively processed in central cloud structures alone. In this context, 
edge data centres operate as decentralised nodes, reducing the load 
on existing networks.

The real accelerator in recent years has been geopolitical factors. Ten-
sions between large economic areas means that control over data is 
now a strategic resource. States and regions want to make sure that sen-
sitive information is stored and processed within their own borders – 
the key word is digital sovereignty. For companies, data localisation 
initiatives and strong data protection laws mean that their IT infrastruc-
ture has to be regionalised. Edge data centres are an ideal solution for 
this because they enable data to be processed close to the source – and 
they meet regulatory requirements.

Not to mention security concerns. Trade conflicts and sanctions show 
how vulnerable centralised infrastructures can be. Edge architecture in-
creases resilience because it is less dependent on location or interna-
tional data flow. And the operation of critical infrastructure – energy, 
traffic or health – ought to remain independent and stable in an emer-
gency. So local computing capacity is more and more becoming part 
of national security strategies. The expansion of 5G networks is increas-
ing this dynamic even further.

The effect of geopolitical factors also means new challenges. A frag-
mented digital world is emerging in which every region is developing 
its own standards, requirements and technologies. For companies that 
operate globally, this trend is greatly increasing complexity.

Edge data centres are a reflection of a world in which data power, politi-
cal interests and technological developments are becoming ever more 
closely connected. Those investing in the edge today are not only build-
ing faster networks but they are also positioning themselves within a dig-
ital ecosystem that is being shaped by geopolitical influences.

THE RISE OF THE  
EDGE DATA CENTRE   
and what geopolitics has to do with it
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save energy and avoid damage due to 
damp and mould.

In the visitor and presentation area of the 
“Sensilo”, the indoor climate is constantly 
monitored with intelligent multisensors. 
They record the three values mentioned 
and transmit them digitally via Single Pair 

Ethernet (SPE) to the building climate 
control and JUMO cloud where the 
data are visualised and recorded. The 
subsequent digital processing ena-
bles a clean, low-interference measur-
ing chain and a modern, web-based 
representation of the current air qual-
ity in the room.

There are a total of four of these 
measuring points. The multisensors 
used are the JUMO hydroTRANS S20, 

which has an integrated cloud gateway. 
Ethernet communication is through the 
Modbus TCP protocol.

SPE-based networking has proven to be an 
extremely easy, effective and thoroughly 
stable solution. Thin single-pair data cables 
from Datwyler bridge distances up to a 
maximum of 500 metres, are mechanically 
robust and have an excellent shielding ef-

fect. An SPE switch in the control cabinet 
supplies the sensors with power via Power 
over Data Line (PoDL). So additional power 
cables are not required.

Fast, accurate installation
The solution was installed by Kerbl Gmbh & 
Co. KG. Norbert Krafczyk, electrical installer 

for energy and building technology at Kerbl, 
describes the work as “practically child’s 
play”. First of all he connected the multi-sen-
sors using a pre-assembled SPE-M12 cable 
(IP67) and connected the connecting cable 
to the SPE main line in a terminal box. That 
was fed into the control cabinet where it 
was pressed onto an SPE connector (IP20). 
Then, on the top-hat rail, Krafczyk installed 
an Industrial Ethernet switch with four SPE 
ports from Weidmüller. The device now pro-
vides Ethernet network coupling and sup-
plies the four sensors with the necessary 
power. This IE switch can be configured via 
the DIP switches, easily and without any ad-
ditional software.

After the electrical installation the responsi-
ble Jumo engineer was able to configure 
cloud access directly. No additional edge 
gateway was needed. The ventilation con-
trol system accessed the measured values 

directly by Modbus TCP via Ethernet and 
then started to control the supply of air on 
the basis of the required values defined.

Positive result
Stephan Möller, Project Manager Facility 
Management at Jumo, draws a definite con-
clusion. “The combination of the JUMO hy-
droTRANS S20 and the SPE technology with 
PoDL enables fast, robust and extremely ef-
ficient installation of the measuring points.”

The wholly digital architecture – from the 
sensor, through SPE to the JUMO cloud – 
shows how modern sensors, secure data 
communication and web-based visualisa-
tion mesh seamlessly together.

The Jumo Group, based in Fulda, is a leading 
provider of sensor and automation solutions as 
well as the market leader in temperature sen-
sors for heat meters. The Group has five 
branches, 25 subsidiaries and over 50 agencies.

In May 2025, Jumo opened a state-of-the-
art plant in the Fulda West technology 
park. With over 10,000 square metres of pro- 
duction and logistics space, the “Sensilo” 

produces mainly temperature and pres-
sure sensors. Jumo uses a smart indoor cli-
mate monitoring system in this new build-
ing. And Datwyler IT Infra’s Single Pair 
Ethernet technology is being used for the 
first time here.

Healthy indoor climate
The precise and continual recording and 
regulation of temperature, relative humid-

ity and carbon dioxide (CO2) concentration 
is an important part of modern building 
automation. On the one hand, it’s about 
ensuring a healthy indoor climate to pro-
mote people’s wellbeing and their ability 
to concentrate. On the other, these mea-
sures will also protect the building struc-
ture. Because today new buildings are de-
signed to be practically airtight. Controlled 
ventilation is therefore essential in order to

The new dimension in 
networks

With Single Pair Ethernet (SPE) the 
industry has brought a ground-
breaking technology onto the 
market. Data transmission through 
just one wire pair instead of four as 
in conventional installations. This 
allows for smaller components. 
saves space and reduces the instal-
lation cost considerably.

Datwyler IT Infra is a founding 
member of the Single Pair Ether-
net System Alliance and is a signif-
icant driving force in the further 
development of this innovative 
technology. Because Datwyler IT In-
fra shares the conviction that SPE is 
a key to future-proof, efficient and 
economical networks in industry 
and building automation.
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Grupo Jumex is one of the world’s leading 
producers of fruit juices, nectars and other 

drinks with more than 60 years’ experi-
ence. The company, which is based in Eca-
tepec de Morelos, has four large factories 
in Mexico and sells its products in more 
than 40 countries.

After years of planning, construction and 
comprehensive testing, in October 2025, 
Jumex commissioned a new, intelligent 
logistics centre in Ecatepec – the CMD II. 
Most of the processes in this facility are 
fully automated. The CMD II has in-
creased the on-site storage capacity by 
around 80 percent and allows for a 
throughput of up to 460 incoming and 
337 outgoing pallets per hour.

Robust platform for the critical 
communication systems
For a modern, intelligent facility like this, a 
high-performance communication infra-
structure was an absolute must. CK Inge-
niería – a Premium Partner of Datwyler IT 
Infra in Mexico – had proposed a robust, 
scalable, high speed data network that 
would support a high level of automation 
and real time connectivity. 

A hybrid architecture was installed for 
the CMD II, combining a cable network 
with industrial WiFi networks for mobile 
applications. CK Ingeniería put in over 
5,000 metres of fibre optic cable and 
20,000 metres of copper data cable from 
Datwyler IT Infra. These were type FO Uni- 

versal 6- and 12-fibre cables and Catego-
ry 6A U/FTP cables. Then there were the 
necessary cable trays and the installa-
tion and securing of numerous Wi-Fi ac-
cess points.

CK Ingeniería was involved in this project 
from the planning phase to implementa-
tion and ensured that the highest quality 
standards were met in all phases.

Scalable and high-performance
In the new logistics centre Jumex now 
has a robust platform for the critical com-
munication systems. With its high level 
of scalability and transmission capacities 
of up to ten gigabits per second, Datwy-
ler’s infrastructure solution is perfectly 

equipped, not only for existing require-
ments but also for any future technical 
challenges.

Intelligent solution for a demanding 
scenario
The Power Grid Control Centre building has 
extremely high requirements for the stabil-
ity, electromagnetic immunity and intelli-
gence of the cabling system. Datwyler has 
developed a customised solution for this, 
combining a shielded system of Category 6 
cables and components with intelligent 
electronic patch panels and the DatAIM ca-

bling management software. This is com-
plemented by a high-performance fibre op-
tic backbone. 

The shielded copper cabling system offers 
high immunity to electromagnetic interfer-
ence emanating from the power supply 
equipment, thus ensuring reliable high-
frequency data transmission. The intelli-
gent patch panels, in combination with 
DatAIM software, enable features such as 
real-time monitoring of all data ports, 
unique identification of patch cables via 
light signals and alarms in case of unauthor-
ised access. This significantly simplifies the 
operation and maintenance of the cabling.

The first two phases of this modernisation 
project were completed on schedule in 
2024 and 2025. The third and final installa-
tion is scheduled for completion by June 
of this year.

The Datwyler solution has already success-
fully eliminated the pain points of conven-
tional cable management. The reliability 
and operational efficiency of the Power 

Grid Control Centre have improved consid-
erably with the new Datwyler network. 

The on-site managers are accordingly very 
satisfied with the intelligent cabling.

Shielded copper cabling with Category 6 cables and components
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In the modernisation of the St. Gallen urban highway, safety and data cables are being 
used that meet the highest fire safety requirements.

St. Gallen urban highway:

300 KILOMETRES OF CABLE    
on a 10-kilometre section

The A1 Autobahn is one of the main traffic 
routes in the St. Gallen area. After more 
than 30 years in service, a total overhaul 
was required. To ensure operation of the 
existing infrastructure for another 15 to 20 
years, in recent years all of the installations 
and components have been undergoing 
renovation and adaptation from the point 
of view of safety, accident prevention and 
environmental protection.

A central part of the project has been the 
renovation and modernisation of the tun-
nels within the metropolitan area. Since the 
middle of 2024, the Schoren, Rosenberg and 
St. Finden tunnels have been undergoing 
upgrades to improve operation and safety. 

To achieve this, first of all temporary operat-
ing and safety equipment was set up. In 
2025 the structure repair work began in the 
north tube of the Rosenberg Tunnel and 
the west tube of the Schoren Tunnel, to-
gether with installation of various systems, 
including lighting, fire alarm system, ventila-
tion, exhaust air vents and power supply. In 
2026 the same work started in the south 
tube of the Rosenberg Tunnel and the east 
tube of the Schoren Tunnel.

The length of safety and data cable re-
quired is around 300 kilometres. Responsi-
ble for the expert installation of these is 
ARGE RoadTEC SWOKA, a consortium con-
sisting of the firms Kummler+Matter EVT 

AG in Zurich and Arnold AG which is based 
in Wangen. Datwyler IT Infra in Altdorf is 
ARGE’s main supplier when it comes to 
safety and data cable.

Safety and data cable from one provider
For the temporary installations and the 
first new cabling, between May and De-
cember 2024, Datwyler IT Infra supplied  
13 kilometres of low voltage cable (N)HXH 
with functional integrity E30–E60 and al-
most five kilometres of signal cable JE-
H(St)HRH with E30–E90. For data com- 
munication, 18 kilometres of FO Universal 
DLTS fibre optic cable were used – prod-
ucts with the highest fire safety class B2ca 

according to the location.

Added this, in 2025, for the safety-rele-
vant systems in the Rosenberg and Scho-
ren Tunnels were first of all two kilome-
tres of signal cable and 56 kilometres of 
low voltage cable. Another 3.3 kilometres 
of fibre optic cable connect the technical

rooms to each other and to the central 
tunnel monitoring system in Lucerne. 

For the local data networks, Datwyler 
provided 8.3 km of CU 7702 4P copper 
data cable and another four kilometres 
of CU 7702 GG-FRNC – the latter a Cate-
gory 7A special cable, mainly to connect 
all of the cameras and also to supply pow-
er (PoE).

For the installation in the Schoren Tun-
nel, between January and April 2026 Dat-
wyler IT Infra supplied another 86 kilo-
metres of low voltage cable and almost 
17 kilometres of signal cable. 

Extension of the data connections and 
cameras was with 15 kilometres of CU 7702 
4P type data cable and another 13 kilo-
metres of CU 7702 GG-FRNC.

Outlook
Next, the Bundesamt für Strassen ASTRA, 
the Federal Office for Roads, is planning to 
completely replace the signalling on the 
10.4 kilometre long Autobahn section, cre-
ate modern heating, ventilation and cool-
ing systems in the tunnels and technical 
rooms and implement and test the control 
systems. And also all of the traffic routing 
systems and signalling will be replaced 
and rewired. After which the system con-
trols will be implemented and tested. And 
after a trial run, a final integral test will be 
performed on the whole section. 

Jet fans for ventilation in the Rosenberg Tunnel
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Shorter delivery times, greater flexibility
The closer coordination between pro-
duction and logistics significantly reduc-
es delivery times. Datwyler IT Infra can 
now respond more flexibly to changes or 
specific customer requests. Increased 
availability in the sales channels allows for 
faster adaptation to fluctuations in de-
mand. Furthermore, the new logistics 
network supports closer collaboration 
with existing wholesale and distribution 
partners and simultaneously creates op-

portunities for building new partnerships 
throughout Europe.

Security of supply
Geopolitical tensions, volatile markets and 
globally interconnected supply chains 
present companies with growing chal-
lenges. Optimised logistics structures 
strengthen operational resilience across 
Europe. Shorter transport routes reduce 
risks, more stable processes ensure con-
sistent availability, and proximity to pro-
duction enables faster decision-making. 
This creates a robust and reliable supply 
chain that minimises disruptions and en-
sures continuity for customer projects.

Efficiency and sustainability
Datwyler IT Infra expects the consolidat-
ed transport routes, optimised ware-
housing and clearly structured proces- 
ses to reduce costs and enable a more 
sustainable infrastructure strategy. The 
shorter transport routes also reduce CO₂ 

emissions, resulting in measurable envi-
ronmental benefits in addition to the 
operational advantages.

Customer focus as a guiding principle
The realignment of our logistics is, not 
least, a direct response to customer feed-
back. Through continuous investment in 
its logistics strategy, Datwyler is under-
scoring its commitment to operational 
excellence – for a stable, flexible supply 
chain tailored to customer needs. 

In dynamic markets, the success of an infrastructure pro-
ject depends not only on innovative products and solu-
tions, but also on their predictability and availability.

OVER THE LONG TERM

Fiberdays in Frankfurt are a trade fair and 
exhibition event for the telecommunica-
tion and digital industry. This year the 
Fiberdays recorded around 6,000 trade 
visitors and 270 international exhibitors 
presenting their fibre optic innovations 
and services over an area of 16,000 square 
metres. 

As part of the top-class conference pro-
gramme, decision-makers from the indus-
try and politics debated on all of the im-
portant issues relating to digital in- 
frastructure and fibre optic expansion, as 
well as related topics such as smart cities, 
5G campus networks, data centres and 
sustainability.

Datwyler IT Infra was also there at the end 
of March, with a team to foster profes-
sional exchange on current develop-
ments within the industry and have dis-
cussions with customers, partners and 
interested parties.

The event clearly showed that the industry 
is unanimously behind fibre optic expan-
sion. The mood was positive – despite the 
great challenges that were openly ad-
dressed in Frankfurt. These included the 
availability of fibre optic resources, expan-
sion capacities, civil engineering services 
and qualified professional staff.

One crucial driving force is artificial intel-
ligence. The growing use of AI applica-
tions is leading to a clearly rising demand 

for bandwidth, thereby accelerating fibre 
optic expansion as well as investments in 
data centres.

So the direction is clear. Fibre optics are as 
ever the key technology in digital trans-
formation. The deciding factors with re-
gard to pace and scale are efficient imple-
mentation and the availability of the 
aforementioned resources.

Mr Buchenberg, you are primarily fo-
cused on IT security in companies. What 
trends are you seeing in your custom-
ers? Do manufacturers and users need 
more resilient products and systems?
Le me go back a little. For a few years we 
have been seeing a clear trend in engi-
neering: the world of IT is growing ever 
closer to the world of OT. It’s an exciting 
development because new features and 
new services are emerging – and both can 
considerably increase efficiency, for exam-
ple with firms analysing data from the OT 
world and using it in IT. This convergence 
brings enormous potential for value crea-
tion. The Boston Consulting Group esti-
mates it at around 60 billion dollars. This 
trend, which can also be seen in the auto-
motive sector, building technology and 
other sectors, is unstoppable.

But this convergence also brings risk. Ac-
cording to Bitkom, 87 percent of German 
companies say that they have experienced 
cyberattacks in the last 12 months. The 
reason is the much greater interconnec-
tion – either with machinery and systems 
or with IoT devices. Last year, German com-
panies alone incurred losses of 200 billion 
Euros – a growing trend. Worldwide, in 
2025, losses due to cybercrime were esti-
mated at nine billion Euros.

So the answer is a clear yes. We must be 
aware of these risks; and we must address 

the issue of cybersecurity at every level. 
Because it is a very wide-ranging issue.

The Cyber Resilience Act was adopted in 
the European Union in 2024. It will come 
into force in 2027, after a three-year 
transition period. Does it cover this is-
sue sufficiently?
With this act, the legislator is saying, the sit-
uation cannot continue as it is. And it is go-
ing to become very real. It is something 
that SMEs in particular have not been suf-
ficiently aware of until now. Except for a 
few exceptions, the regulations apply to all 
“products with digital elements” which are 
sold on the European market – and so also 
to software, automation systems, IoT de-
vices, networked industrial machines, etc. 
that are produced outside of the EU but 
are sold in the EU.

As of December 2027, after the transition 
period, those affected must be able to 
implement the new requirements. It is  
a long list, and companies are faced with 
stiff penalties if they fail to comply. For 
example, a cyber risk assessment must 
be performed. The products concerned 
must be developed and manufactured 
with a Security by Design approach.  
CE marking must include these aspects 
by the end of 2027. The products must 
come onto the market “without any  
exploitable vulnerabilities”, have inte-
grated security measures, ensure data 

security and minimise any digital attack 
surfaces.

Furthermore, there is an obligation to re-
port any vulnerabilities and an obligation 
to remove them, which still applies even 
after the sale. For example, software devel-
opers must provide security updates to 
close any vulnerabilities free of charge for 
five years. If a manufacturer supplies a mill-
ing machine with control and HMI they 
must provide firmware updates for years. 

The Cyber Resilience Act states that we 
want a EU that is resilient against cyber at-
tack even at product level. These are pro-
cess issues which a lot of companies will be 
dealing with on an on-going basis. It would 
be nice if all of those affected were already 
doing it.

You once said elsewhere that security 
should not be considered as an “add-
on”. What exactly do you mean by that?
Security must be considered from the out-
set. Nowadays digital resilience is a key 
quality feature, just like functional security 
or service life. If you don’t address security 
until the operational phase you have al-
ready lost. Instead, cybersecurity should 
be integrated in systems from the outset. 

Take machinery or building technology. 
We are talking here about very long life cy-
cles of 10, 20 or even 30 years. Because 

there are physical and digital areas that are 
open to attack and they are very diverse – 
for instance connections or links in the 
cloud which, without proper protection, 
will be just what potential attackers are 
looking for. This also includes complex 
supply chains and complex systems. In the 
end every component must be secure, for 
itself and the whole system. Keeping this 
big picture in mind is demanding – for 
suppliers, integrators and system opera-
tors. Cybersecurity is therefore an inter- 
disciplinary topic that runs through the 
whole supply chain and through different 
departments within a company.

In reality, however, it’s often the case that 
cybersecurity is no topic at all, or security 
is considered in a very isolated manner, 
and specialist know-how is only brought in 
at the end of the process. Behind this is the 
manufacturer’s understandable desire to 
do what they have always done. Please just 
build something in somewhere that meets 
the new requirements. But that’s not how 
it works.

What I mean by that is that security should 
not be seen as an add-on, as a kind of 
sticking plaster. If it is, then we will never 
reach the level of cybersecurity that’s 
needed.

But the EU is stipulating product devel-
opment according to the Security by De-
sign approach.
Precisely. This approach is the opposite. 
Its core concept is that we must assume 
that the environment is insecure and 
that there are people who want to do 
harm. The approach is also multilayered. 
I like to compare it to an onion. The fire-
wall is the first layer. Then come applica-
tions for logging on, for example pass-
words, etc. Take a medieval fortress with 
moat, walls and keep. That is exactly how 
digital systems should be built to ensure 
a higher level of cybersecurity.

One important aspect is also to minimise 
the areas that are open to attack. The clas-
sic example is of large interfaces in cloud 
systems where permissions are not de-

signed to be sufficiently restrictive. Users 
should only have the permissions they 
need. This must be clearly established – 
the motto should be “as restrictive as pos-
sible”. The same applies to processes and 
services.

How exactly can manufacturing com-
panies make themselves fit for secure 
development processes?
One important step is definitely a compre-
hensive threat analysis: Who would want to 
harm us? How would an attack probably 
occur? And how great would be the dam-
age? The combination of probability and 
amount of damage leads to a risk assess-
ment. Only this assessment can result in 
the measures to be taken, for example a 
better firewall, more encryption, streamlin-
ing interfaces, etc. The aim of this analysis 
and assessment is to ensure secure archi-
tecture, secure implementation and se-
cure operation.

The solutions developed must of course 
be thoroughly tested. And, in view of the 
long life cycle, this verification should be 
performed not just once but on a regular 
basis. Because a system that was secure 
six months ago might not still be secure. 
A third-party component, for example an 
PLC, may display unknown vulnerabilities 
after a few months of operation. 

ENISA, the European Union Agency for Cy-
bersecurity, keeps a vulnerability data-
base for common IT products. In the past 

year well over 100 new vulnerabilities have 
been included on it every day. 

Whether we want it or not, cybersecuri-
ty is a constant issue. Every component 
must be secure over the long term. Which 
is why, for a lot of our customers – in the 
context of our software solutions or for 
customer systems – we carry out a pen-
etration test once a year. And we nearly 
always find something that could be 
done better.

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European companies are starting to look more closely at their 
reliance on US network equipment providers. Questions about 
data sovereignty, geopolitical risks and resilient supply chains 
are gaining importance. In this situation, European network 
components can offer an attractive alternative. Datwyler IT 
Infra alone has around 100 existing customers who will be up-
dating their IT backbone in the course of the next few months 
with cutting edge technology from Europe.

The network infrastructure of European companies has reached a 
turning point. For a long time a few global providers have domi-
nated the market – with the focus on efficiency and scalability. But, 

in the light of geopolitical tensions, increasing regulatory require-
ments and greater awareness of data sovereignty, there is one top-
ic that is coming increasingly to the fore: the strategic reliance on 
US providers. Because one-sided supplier structures now involve 
considerable risks. Vendor lock-in, limited availability of compo-
nents and potential political influence can significantly restrict 
companies’ ability to act. At the same time, there is growing pres-
sure to ensure that data flows are transparent and consistently 
meet regulatory requirements.

Against this backdrop, European network components are gain-
ing in importance. They not only provide an alternative but also

allow for an intentional diversification of 
the infrastructure. Companies benefit 
from greater transparency, regulatory 
proximity and direct supply chains. At 
the same time they are increasing their 
technological independence and reduc-
ing systemic risk.

Less reliance, more resilience
A central approach in this situation is to 
establish a second source strategy. The 
targeted use of several providers reduces 
reliance and increases infrastructure re- 
silience. Especially in critical applications – 
data centres or industrial environments for 

instance – this diversification is becoming 
a crucial factor for success.

Network infrastructure is no longer a pure-
ly operational matter – it is becoming a 
strategic decision to be taken at manage-
ment level. Nowadays, those who are in-
tentionally diversifying are investing not 
only in technology but also in security, 
flexibility and business sovereignty.

Clearer added value for companies
The good news is that European provid-
ers have caught up technologically and 
are offering high-performance, future-
proof solutions – from high density fibre 
optic infrastructures to energy efficient 
network components.

Datwyler IT Infra, in the German-speaking 
area alone, has around 100 existing cus-
tomers who will be updating their IT back-
bone in the course of the next few months 
with cutting-edge technology from Eu-
rope.

The advantage of 
the push-pull connector is especially 
clear in high density applications such as 
Datwyler’s High-Density Data Centre So-
lution (HD-DCS), where a lot of release 
rods in the smallest space sometimes 

make it dif ficult to connect 
and disconnect.

Infra now only uses Euro-

class B2ca cables for the assembly of DCS 
trunk cables with MTP connectors (and 
for some MTP breakout cables).
